Veterans
Day

Intended to recognition the signing of the
armistice that ended World War 1, No-
vember 11 has become one of the least
celebrated of our federal and state holi-
days.  Armistice Day was first proclaimed
on November 11, 1919 but it was years
before it became a national holiday.

An Act (52 Stat. 351; 5 U. S. Code, Sec.
87a) approved May 13, 1938, made the
11th of November in each year a legal
holiday; “a day to be dedicated to the
cause of world peace and to be thereafter
celebrated and known as ‘Armistice
Day’.”   The holiday morphed into
Veterans Day in 1954.  Naturally, the day
of recognition has been jockeyed so three
day weekends can be extended to federal
and other public employees.

Fewer and fewer military veterans will hold
elective office and Cheyenne is indeed
fortunate to have a Vietnam veteran
recently elected to be the next mayor of
the city.  Rick Kaysen served as a dog
handler in Vietnam.

Veterans Day is the holiday when 19 year-
old bank tellers get the day off with pay
and many real military veterans work on
that day for cowhand wages.
Something’s not right about that.  To
veterans all over the nation, thank you for
your service.
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
